What
techniques  does  each  of  the  publications  use  to  sell
themselves  to  their  readers?
4.  Notice  Lebron’s  body  language  &  non-verbal  facial
expressions;  what  do  they  say  to  you?
5. If you could read only one of these publications, which
would it be and why? In other words, which is most appealing?
